The Defnder device is SFl 38.1 tested so it is
approved for use in all Speedway rallying and circuit
racing with the exception of V8 Supercars, V8
Ute’s and Mini Challenge, which require FIA 8858
compliant HANS. Defnder are in the process of
gaining FIA approval for this but this can and will be a
long drawn out process.

It is worth noting that this device like a HANS has to
be fitted to a SA2000 or SA2005 compliant helmet,
such as the PMD Race Products Range of Racing
Helmets. ;
